2. Fill out the Diaper Request form at the start of
each month (QR code below).

3. DISH staff will randomly select approximately 45
people to receive diapers in the size that your
household needs. Schedule a time to pick up the
last week of the month.

4. DISH users who did not receive diapers the prior

month will be prioritized.
